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BOARDING SERVICE REQUIREMENTS AND COST SCHEDULE
The cost of boarding properties is not to be included in the maximum allowable limit per property.  Mortgagees shall not board a property unless they have prior written approval from the local M&M contractor, the property is located in one of the pre-approved boarding areas listed in this attachment, or the property is severely damaged by a natural disaster and unsafe (see below).  “Before” and “after” photographs are required.

If a property is boarded without prior approval, HUD will not reimburse the mortgagee for any costs associated with the boarding.  In addition, HUD will reduce the claim by any amounts that must be expended to remove boards or repair damage caused by unauthorized boarding.

Even when boarding is authorized, generally, there should be no boarding above the first floor unless the opening is accessible.  For purposes of this document, accessible means that: 1) entry is possible without the use of a ladder and 2) the opening is large enough for a person to easily pass through.  Openings above the first floor that do not meet both of these tests should not be boarded unless otherwise specified in this attachment.  If security bars are located on windows/doors, boarding is not required.  Openings too small for a person to pass through, particularly pet openings in doors, regardless of location, should be secured but not boarded, unless otherwise specified in this attachment.  Second story and higher openings are typically accessible only from attached properties, stairwells or fire escapes.  In the absence of such conditions, second story or higher openings shall not be boarded but must be secured to prevent unauthorized entry and to protect against weather damage, unless otherwise specified in this attachment.  

Specific boarding instructions and diagrams are provided on pages 17 through 29 of this attachment.  Plywood fastened with carriage bolts is the preferred method of boarding property.  The use of nails is prohibited.  To ensure that no hazards exist, remove all broken glass from the windows, as well as from the surrounding interior and exterior areas.  

See the City / State variation to determine the requirements particular to the property being secured.  If no requirements are provided in this document for the property being boarded, use local codes.  If local codes are different from HUD requirements, local codes will supersede HUD requirements.

For the purpose of this document, the definition of united inch is length plus width.
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BOARDING SERVICE REQUIREMENTS AND COST SCHEDULE
Fire/Flood Damaged Properties and Possible Demolition Properties

Properties that have suffered severe damage from fire, flood or other natural disaster will need to be secured for safety reasons and to prevent unauthorized entry.  All first floor windows and doors and all basement windows and doors will have 3/8-inch plywood covering the entire opening and frame.  The covering must be secured with carriage bolts.  See Attachment 5 regarding interior debris removal.  

The additional costs of securing a property severely damaged by fire, flood, tornado or other natural disasters are not included in the boarding cost limit or the maximum limit per property.  However, mortgagees must request prior written approval from the M&M contractor if the cost of securing a severely damaged property will exceed $450.


Mortgagees can only convey damaged properties with prior approval from the M&M contractor.

SPECIFICATIONS FOR PLYWOOD BOARDING

for the Southeast/Caribbean Offices 

EXCEPT for the Alabama Office

1. Exterior Plywood shall be of unsanded CDX grade.

2. Plywood thickness shall be 1/2” for window openings, 5/8” for door openings and 3/4” for sliding door and French door openings. When extra large window openings are encountered use 5/8” or 3/4” as necessary.

3. First: Drill 1.5” holes approximately 3.5” center to center. The second row will be aligned with above. On 30” wide or less, drill 2 rows of 3 holes.

Second: Staple small weave gray fiberglass or aluminum screen on the inside of plywood covering holes.

4. All holes shall be drilled to accommodate bolts. 1 The holes in the top of the plywood shall be 12” down from the top and 20% of the width of the plywood cover in from the side.

5. The holes in the bottom shall be 25% of the height of the plywood, up from the bottom and the same distance in from the side as the top.

6. Carriage bolts mated with nut and 23 flat washers as shown in the side view. Washers to be of sufficient size to fully accept the square portion of bolt beneath head. Bolt and mating hardware may be galvanized or cadmium plated. 3/8” x 12” bolts shall be supplied with each 2’8’ door, 3’0” door, and glass sliding door cover. 3/8 x 10” bolts shall be supplied with the rest.

7. 2” x 4” lumber shall be graded and should be a minimum of 16” longer than the width of the plywood cover. (Note: 2x4’s will be drilled with 1/2” diameter holes that line up with the holes in the plywood covers.

8. All windows and doors, except the front door, through which access to the interior of the dwelling is made, shall be secured. All window boards will be cut to fit inside the concrete block or brick opening with a maximum 1/8” clearance. THE PLYWOOD COVERING MUST BE OF ONE CONTINUOUS PIECE WHEN POSSIBLE.

All fabricated parts and ancillary materials become property of the Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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BOARDING SERVICE REQUIREMENTS AND COST SCHEDULE

10. All plywood must be painted 1 coat white primer and 1 coat white finish coat on the exterior surface and all edges.

11. All coverings are to be fabricated according to the attached drawing and specifications.

HANDLING OF WINDOWS

1. Except as noted below, all window sashes, frames glass and hardware are to be undamaged by the boarding installation.

2. All screen inserts are to be removed, marked as to location and stored in a convenient closet or in the utility room.

3. In all cases wherein it is possible to adjust the position of the sashes to accommodate the specifications for boarding above, the sashes are to remain in the frame.

4. In instances wherein the sashes cannot be adjusted to accommodate the boarding specifications above, the sashes are to be removed from the frames and stored in a convenient closet or in the utility room. This includes all stationary lights secured by stops.

5. In cases wherein the sash cannot be removed and/or the frame is permanently built into the house and cannot be removed (i.e.: Fenestra windows) it will be necessary to break the corner panes to accommodate the boarding and bolts. If the location of bolt holes in the plywood requires modification because of the muntin bar these locations are to be modified. In no case, in any type of window, is any sash or frame part to be damaged. 

6. In all instances where items must be removed from the frame and stored, the items shall be clearly marked as to the area from which it was removed.

7. All items are to be stored on edge and braced to prevent accidental tipping, sliding, etc. In no instance is any item to be stored laid flat.

8. Hinged windows are to be completely removed from the frame and stored as stated in  (7) above. If possible the hinge pins are to be removed and remain with the removed item.

9. Faced nailing of panels to wood frame windows is prohibited.

Openings 30" high or less may be secured
with only one 2 x 4 and two bolts. All bolts securing the 2 x
4's must be tightened carefully to be snug, but not crush the
interior finishes. The purpose of the double nuts is to tighten
them against one another as tight as possible. If the dwelling
has decorative item adjacent to the opening, such as surface
applied shutters, etc., that are easily removed, carefully remove
them and place inside the house.

The front door shall be secured as per the “front door
detail” for either masonry or frame exterior walls. The tee
portion of the hinge shall be fastened with 1 1/2 screws to the
jamb. Pilot holes must be drilled so as to not split the jamb.
The tee strap shall be nailed through the door stop and jamb with
6d box nails. Cut a slot in the plywood just large enough for
the strap leg and reinforce both outer edges of the slot with
flat straps (minimum 1" x 8") fastened with carriage bolts. If
the door jamb is loose and has applied stop, remove the stop and
renail the jamb with 16d cut or box nails as appropriate, located
so that the new stop will cover the nails.

Attic access panels in the carport ceilings shall be secured
by nailing a piece of plywood into the joists only, with a
minimum of four 16d box or common nails (maximum charge $15.00).
"Carport" type storage rooms which are not part of the main house
shall be secured by nailing one piece of plywood to the jamb,
over the door (maximum charge $30.00).

ALUMINUM SLIDER WINDOWS: SECURITY SCREENS covering fixed
windows are surface mounted and attached with tamper proof fasteners,
set 6 inches from each corner and 18 inches on center along each side.
There shall be a minimum of 2 fasteners per each side. SECURITY
SCREENS covering sliding windows are surface mounted and secured
with clevis and quick release pins that are accessible from the inside
when the window is opened.

(c). CASEMENT WINDOWS: SECURITY SCREENS covering fixed and pivot
windows are anchored to the existing window sash/frames with tamper
proof fasteners, set 6 inches from each corner and 18 inches on center
along each side.
